Referral Criteria for the Early Intervention in Psychosis Team

· Aged between 14 and 35 years

· Living in Westminster or Kensington & Chelsea (or eligible for housing in these areas), and with a GP in the local area.

· For those clients who do not have a local GP, they will need to consider registering with one in the local area, although this would not preclude them from the service.

· Who are experiencing or recovering from a first episode of any psychosis, including drug induced or affective psychosis

· With symptoms of this episode present for at least 1 week.
Who can refer?

We can accept referrals from mental health services within Westminster or Kensington & Chelsea.

This includes wards, gateway services – e.g. Paddington Duty, Victoria Assessment Service, SK&C Assessment Team, Psychology teams, primary care CPNs, CAMHS services etc.
How to refer:
In the first instance contact Tami – Team Administrator, on 0208 962 7638 (this number will change when we move).

Tami will take initial details and arrange for a clinician to carry out an assessment.
For the referral screening, we will require:

· Referral form – available on Trustnet – for K&C, under “Borough wide 




services”, for Westminster, under “CMHTs”.
· Any initial assessments

· Risk assessments

· Any CPA documentation

· Any other relevant documentation, e.g. GP letters, inpatient summaries.
The more information we are able to gather quickly, the more efficiently we can process the referral.

Referrers will receive an immediate written response acknowledging referrals, with the name of the allocated clinician from the EIP Team on it, as the point of contact during the screening process.
We aim to make a decision within a maximum of 4 weeks of receipt of referral. The decision making process is assisted by the provision of good quality information from referrers.
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
